	RICHARD SCHOFIELD-DIFIBRILLATOR UPDATE:

Defibrillator:  Richard Schofield from Community Heartbeat Trust (CHT) demonstrated the cabinet recommended for public use defibrillators.  A lockable cabinet with an access code which would be given when 999 has been called.  If acting under the emergency services directive individuals would be covered for Public Liability, locked cabinets also ensure that the defibrillator would not have been tampered with, and that a weekly check has been carried out to ensure that the machine is still active.

Although the target was 6 machines, donations received have secured 4 machines costing £1620.00 each, CHT will now discuss and recommend the most suitable locations with the Council.  RS to give contact details of a Parish who are using adopted kiosk boxes to house the machines AT APPROX £7.00/YEAR FOR ELECTRICITY.
